Almost two years after

Angelina Jolie, Brad Pitt
esaudrastic play for

' ildren
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t was all he wanted. On
June 17, Brad Pitt celebrated
Father’s Day in London.

And though the visit was
possible due only to a new,
hard-fought temporary custody

agreement with ex Angelina
Jolie that allows him to spend
more time with Maddox, 16,
Pax, 14, Zahara, 13, Shiloh, 12,
and twins Knox and Vivienne,
9, Pitt was pleased. “Brad hates
being away from his kids,” says
an insider close to the actor,
who spent last Father’s Day
alone after Jolie and the kids
jetted to Ethiopia. “Brad loves
his children more than anything
and wants to spend as much
time with them as he can.”

That goal has proved easier said
than achieved. Nearly two years
after his shocking split from Jolie,
the Fury star is still fighting for
custody of his children. “This has
been a long-standing back-and-
forth between them,” a second
source tells Us of the exes, whose
custody war exploded when leaked
court documents showed that Jolie,
4.3, had been keeping the kids from
Pitt, 54. “Brad is very angry with
Angelina for being so controlling
of him through their children since
their split,” adds a confidant. And
now, “Brad will do anything to see
his kids and have them in his life.”

A judge has taken that view, too.
The court documents, obtained by
Us on June 12, state that “it is critical
each of [the Jolie-Pitt children] have
a healthy and strong relationship
with their father and mother” — and
that not having a relationship with
their father is “harmful” to the kids.
The papers also contain a shocking
sentiment: If Jolie doesn’t allow
the children to build relationships
with Pitt, she could lose full custody
of them. “Brad has taken the high
road through all of this, he could
have gone to court much sooner to
ask the judge to intervene,” says the
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PCOVER STORY

Pitt insider. “Angie finally forced
his hand when she threatened to
withhold the kids from him this
summer.” In fact, that was the final
straw for Pitt, who had arranged his
schedule specifically to be in L.A.
so he could be near his children.
“He was done being Mr. Nice Guy
and rolled the dice,” continues the
insider. “The judge could have sided
with Angie, but that didn't happen.
The judge made a thoughtful and
informed decision that the children
were in no danger while with Brad.”

According to the documents, the
kids will have cell phones where
Pitt “may text them at those num-
bers” — without Jolie monitoring
the conversation. “Brad felt the kids
were being coached by Angie on
what to say,” explains the insider.
“The conversations were strained,
and Brad became aware that Angie
was physically standing in the room.
He felt this was interfering in his
relationship with the kids.”

The documents also set forth a
detailed visitation schedule: From
June 8 through June 17, Pitt was
permitted to host one or two of his
children at a time in London (where
they're living with Jolie while she
films Maleficent 2) for four hours
each day, with a therapist present.

Then, from June 27 through
July 1, Pitt may see his children for
10 hours a day under the same rules.
From July 8 through July 14, he’ll
spend four consecutive days with
the kids while a therapist is present.
The therapist will talk with the
kids before and after each two-day
period. “Brad hates that his visits
with the kids are all being moni-
tored, but felt in the end, [agreeing
to that] would only show the judge
he is a responsible father,” says the
insider. “He is hoping in the future,
this will help him to become much
more involved in the kids’ lives.”

From July 21 through July 29 —
after Pitt returns home to California
— he will have custody of the kids.
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Jolie will be responsible for the kids’
travel from London to L.A., and Pitt
will be responsible for their return
to London. When the children
are with Pitt, Jolie — who, notes
the insider, has even kept the kids
from their grandparents during the
divorce proceedings — is allowed to
call them just once a day at a time
predetermined by both parties.
(Maddox, who turns 17 in August,
is not included in the agreement as
he’s old enough to decide if he wants
to spend time with his father.)
Despite the former couple’s
hostility, those close to
them are confident they
will follow the arrange-
ment. “The kids have
always been a priority
for both parents,” says
the second source,
noting that when it
comes to Pitt, he will
happily “be wherever he
needs to be for them.”
While Jolie will, too, it
doesn’t mean she’s happy that the
custody details were made public.
“This misleading leak is not in the
best interests of the children. From
the start, Angelina has been focused
only on their health and needs,
which is why it was so important
that this last court hearing be con-
ducted privately,” a spokesperson
for the Oscar winner told Us on
June 13. “It’s deplorable that some-
one, for their own selfish reasons,
leaked selective portions of the
confidential and sealed court record
to create an inaccurate and unfair
picture of what is really happening.”

The former couple have been at odds
since Jolie's September 2016 divorce
filing, which saw Pitt wrapped in a
Child Services investigation. “Brad
and Angelina don't see or talk to
each other at all. They are not on
good terms and are less than civil,”
says a family insider, adding that
Brad is “furious about all of the dirty
things Angelina has done — and

Though Pitt has been sober for more
than a year, Jolie “still believes that
he is not fit to be a parent,” explains
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the family insider, adding that she
knows the details of the custody
agreement appear less than flatter-
ing to her. Also adding to her rage:
her ex’s refusal to sign off on her
plan to include Shiloh and Knox in
Mealeficent 2, says the Pitt insider.
As always, it’s the children who
are stuck in the middle. “The
kids are being used as pawns,”

But when they head back to
court on August 13, something more
permanent could be set in place. “The
hearing will focus on how the sum-
mer visitation schedule went, and any
issues that arose during that time,”
says the Pitt insider, adding that, at
the hearing, the judge will get an
update about the custody evaluation
report that is still being worked on. At
that point, their divorce may be closer
to being finalized, too. “The divorce is
held up by the custody details,” notes
the family insider.
